RESOLUTION 2024-02  
 

Rates, Charges, Fees and Monetary Penalties 
 

 WHEREAS, the Fountain Sanitation District (the “District”) is a special district as defined under C.R.S. § 32-1-

103(20) and having all of the purposes, powers and authority as provided under C.R.S. Title 32; and 

 

WHEREAS, C.R.S. § 32-1-1001(1)(j) authorizes special districts, “to fix and from time to time to increase or 

decrease fees, rates, tolls, penalties, or charges for services, programs, or facilities furnished by the special district”; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the District (the “Board”) previously adopted a schedule of Rates, 

Charges, Fees and Monetary Penalties for the District by resolution in 2023; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board now wishes to revise, update and amend the Rates, Charges, Fees and Monetary 

Penalties for the District; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed information, including that provided by the District staff and the District 

Engineer, regarding anticipated capital improvement, technical, financial, managerial, administrative and institutional 

needs; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the public health, interest, safety, welfare, and the best interests of 

the District’s existing and future constituents, and the financial condition of the District are best served by a modification 

to the Rates, Charges, Fees and Monetary Penalties of the District; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 32-1-1001, and having determined that the revised Rates, Charges, Fees 

and Monetary Penalties are reasonable and necessary to protect the public interest, the Board desires to revise, update 

and amend the Rates, Charges, Fees and Monetary Penalties applicable to operations of the District.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board that the Rates, Charges, Fees and Monetary Penalties 

for the District effective as of the date of this Resolution shall be as follows:

1. Residential units include each dwelling or living unit, whether a single-family detached dwelling, or located 
within a duplex, fourplex, six-plex, eightplex, apartment building, condominium building, townhome building or 
individual mobile home, each with a separately metered water service to each living unit. 

2. Non-residential units include but are not necessarily limited to churches, schools, commercial and industrial 
establishments, businesses or enterprises, privately owned trailer courts or mobile home parks, and any other 
establishment, business or enterprise including multiple living unit buildings, condominium buildings, or 
townhome buildings which have a commonly metered water supply for all living units in each building.   

3. The Wastewater User Charge for residential users will be based on the average winter water use volume 
metered at each customer during the billing periods for December, January and February and the established 
Customer Service Charge. 

4. The Wastewater User Charge for non-residential users during any billing period will be based on the water 
use volume metered at each customer during the billing period and the established Customer Service Charge. 

5. Wastewater User Charge for new residential customers without historical winter water use will be based on 
the District’s last calculated median winter metered residential water use of 4,280 gallons during a billing period 
and the established Customer Service Charge. 

6. Wastewater User Charge for existing residential users will be based on a minimum 2,000 gallons average 
winter water use volume for each customer during the billing periods for December, January and February or 
the actual use volume metered, whichever is greater will be the established Customer Service Charge.

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USER CHARGE FOR RECREATIONAL VEHICLE HOLDING TANK SERVICE 

 

Special user charges are assessed to those commercial customers who regularly service recreational vehicle 

holding tanks.  This includes gray and black water holding tanks, as well as potable water holding tanks, which 

require draining to accomplish customer specified service including winterization.  Discharge from recreational 

vehicle (RV) holding tanks to the District’s wastewater system will be accommodated in accordance with a RV 

Service Permit issued by the District to commercial customers who may have a need to discharge to the District’s 

system to accomplish services provided to customers.  This shall not be used as a publicly available “RV dump 

service.”  The permit program will include a simple record sheet to be prepared by the customer and submitted to 

the District on no less than a calendar quarter basis. 

 

The user charge for RV holding tank service discharges are as follows: 

 

 1. For discharge of any volume from potable water, gray water, or black water holding tanks in an 

RV having a total combined holding tank volume of 75 gallons or less will be $4 per discharge event. 

 

 2. For discharge of any volume from potable water, gray water, or black water holding tanks in an 

RV having a total combined holding tank volume greater than 75 gallons will be $5.50 per discharge event. 

 

 3. By accepting service from the Fountain Sanitation District, the customer and discharger agrees to 

comply with the District’s rules, regulations, policies and procedures as they may exist at the time service is 

provided. 

 

 4. The records of discharges provided to the District on no less than a calendar quarter basis, shall 

include a certification as to the accuracy and completeness of the records submitted.  Should the District find that 

its rules, regulation, policies and procedures have not been followed by the discharger, a monetary penalty will be 

determined by the Board of Directors in accordance with the District’s policies.  The monetary penalty for violation 

of the District’s rules, regulations, policies and procedures for discharge of RV holding tank wastewater shall be 

in accordance with the, “Illegal Tampering of the Wastewater System,” monetary penalties established in this 

resolution, assessed at a rate no less than 50 percent of the specified monetary penalties for “Illegal Tampering 

of the Wastewater System.” 

 

GREASE AND OIL PROGRAM PERMIT (GOPP) 
 

Affected properties as defined in the District's Sewer Use Regulations (SURs) shall obtain a GOPP.  Applicable 

fees for the GOPP are as follows. 

 

1. Initial GOPP for first year of the Permittee operation of an Affected Property $150.00 

2. Renewal of an existing GOPP for a period of five (5) years, renewal issued  

to the original Permittee of an Affected Property $ 70.00 

3. Added GOPP renewal fee(s) resulting from issuance of a field notice of noncompliance 

during initial year of GOPP.  This added GOPP fee will be due and payable at the  

annual anniversary date of the GOPP until it has been determined by the District that  

the Permittee has maintained continual compliance for no less than one complete year  

period since the annual anniversary of the GOPP $ 75.00 
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SPECIAL PIPELINE FEE FOR HIGHWAY 85 OUTFALL SEWER 
 

The special pipeline fee is required for connection to and use of the Highway 85 Outfall Sewer.  The fee is 

established on the basis of completed project costs as determined by the District.  The area subject to the special 

pipeline fee is shown in Exhibit A to this Resolution.  By notice to the property owners of the subject service area, 

the special pipeline fee shall be applicable to any facilities within the subject area requiring wastewater service.  

Terms and Conditions of the assessment of the special pipeline fee are as follows: 

 

1. The initial special pipeline fee was established by Resolution 2011-01 based on completed project cost. 

2. The District has entered into Participation Agreements with certain property owners in the Highway 85 

Outfall Sewer Service Area.  Where the terms of such Participation Agreement are inconsistent herewith, 

the Participation Agreement shall control the obligation of the said property owners.  The “special 

assessment” described in the Participation Agreement is referred to herein as the special pipeline fee. 

3. Participation payments made by owners pursuant to a Participation Agreement shall be credited to the 

special pipeline fee otherwise due under the terms of this Resolution.  The District shall have no obligation 

to return any Participation payments, except pursuant to the Participation Agreement, or to assist any owner 

or former owner in the recovery of such payment from any subsequent property owner. 

4. The special pipeline fee established herein shall be applicable through the current calendar year unless 

otherwise modified or amended by action of the Board of Directors of the District.  The Board of Directors 

of the District shall evaluate the need for a change in the special pipeline fee on no less than an annual 

basis as it evaluates other rates, charges, fees and monetary penalties applicable to the operation of the 

District. 

5. At the option of the Board of Directors, the special pipeline fee shall carry a service charge in an amount 

equal to 1.0% in excess of the annualized weighted yield on the District’s invested funds for the prior fiscal 

year as determined by the District’s auditors and/or certified public accountant.  This service charge may 

be added to the initial special pipeline fee and any subsequently adjusted special pipeline fee as partial 

reimbursement to the District for the cost of capital improvement funds expended by the District to 

implement this project. 

6. The District finds that the general benefits are approximately equal among all properties being served 

central wastewater collection services within this specified service area. Therefore, the special pipeline fee 

will be applied uniformly to all properties in the Highway 85 Service Area.  

7. Based on the project cost records and previous findings and action of the District Board of Directors, as of 

the date of adoption of this Resolution, the special pipeline fee shall be $3,265.60 per acre of land within 

the Highway 85 Service Area.  The properties and acreage which are subject to the special pipeline fee are 

shown on Exhibit A.   

8. The special pipeline fee shall be due and payable before approval of the Plat of the area to be served. 

 

SPECIAL PIPELINE FEE FOR JIMMY CAMP CREEK EAST INTERCEPTOR SEWER 
 

The District shall assess a special pipeline fee to those properties located in the designated service area of the 
Jimmy Camp Creek East Interceptor Sewer.  The District will assess the special pipeline fee against the gross 
area to be served by the facility, said gross area to be served to be determined in the sole discretion of the District.  
The area subject to the special pipeline fee is shown in Exhibit B to this Resolution.  By notice to the property 
owners of the subject service area, the special pipeline fee shall be applicable to any facilities within the subject 
area requiring wastewater service.  Terms and Conditions of the assessment of a special pipeline fee are as 
follows: 
 

1. The special pipeline fee was established by Resolution 2015-02 based on completed total project cost.  The 
special pipeline fee may be adjusted in the future based on terms and conditions to be determined by the 
District. 

2.  The special pipeline fee given in Resolution 2015-02 shall be applicable through the current calendar year 
unless otherwise modified or amended by action of the Board of Directors of the District.  The Board of 
Directors of the District shall evaluate the need for a change in the special pipeline fee on no less than an 
annual basis as it evaluates other rates, charges, fees and monetary penalties applicable to the operation 
of the District. 
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3. The special pipeline fee shall carry a service charge in an amount equal to 1.0% in excess of the annualized 
weighted yield on the District’s invested funds for the prior fiscal year as determined by the District’s auditors 
and/or certified public accountant.  This service charge will be considered by the District on no less than an 
annual basis as it evaluates other rates, charges, fees and monetary penalties applicable to the operation 
of the District. 

4. Based on the project cost analysis and the service area of the Jimmy Camp Creek East Interceptor (JCCEI) 
Sewer as of the date of adoption of Resolution 2015-02, a special pipeline fee shall be $3,930.11 per acre 
based on the gross area of the property served by the JCCEI Sewer shown on Exhibit B.  This special line 
fee will be applied uniformly to all properties in the JCCEI Sewer Service Area as the District finds that the 
general benefits are approximately equal among all properties being served central wastewater collection 
services within this specified service area. 

5. The special pipeline fee shall be due and payable before approval of the Plat of the area to be served.
